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Geometric Abstract Cat

SUMMARY

Students use geometric patterns to make an abstract cat.

LEARNING OBJECTIVES

Students complete their drawing of a simple cat using many geometric shapes:
circles, half and quarter circles, squares, rectangles and trapezoids.

By requiring them to include at least 3 of each, they will learn to quickly

identify each geometric shape.

2. Draw face with many geometric shapes.

MATERIALS USED

Art Street® White Drawing Paper, 9” x 12", markers or crayons.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Students draw the outline of a cat on drawing paper.

2. The cat must be completed using at least 3 of each of
these geomtric shapes: circles, half circles, quarter circles,
squares, rectangles, and trapezoids.

3. The drawing is traced with a black marker and colored

in with crayons or markers.

3. Finish with at least 3 of each shape. 4. Trace and color with markers or crayons.
